	Summary: 

EPA has designated one new reference method for measuring concentrations of NO2, and three new equivalent methods for measuring concentrations of PM2.5 in ambient air.

The new reference method for NO2 is an automated method that utilizes the gas phase chemiluminescence measurement and calibration, and is described as: RFNA-0804-152, "SIR S.A. Model S-5012 Chemiluminescent Nitrogen Oxides Analyzer."

The three new equivalent methods for PM2.5 are manual monitoring methods use a specific, very sharp cut cyclone (VSCC\TM\) as the principle particle size separation device rather than the WINS impactor used in the corresponding reference method sampler. The methods are identified as Class II equivalent methods, which means that they are based on an integrated, filtered air sample with gravimetric analysis, but with substantial deviation from the specifications for reference methods.

The methods are identified as follows:

EQPM-0804-153, ``Thermo Electron Corporation Model RAAS2.5-100 FEM'' 

EQPM-0804-154 ``Thermo Electron Corporation Model RAAS2.5-200 FEM'' 

EQPM-0804-155 ``Thermo Electron Corporation Model RAAS2.5-300 FEM''

As a designated reference or equivalent method, each of these methods is acceptable for use by states and other air monitoring agencies under the requirements of 40 CFR part 58, Ambient Air Quality Surveillance.

The Coast Guard intends to establish a program that will provide approval of on-board ballast water treatment systems that will meet the ballast water discharge standard the Coast Guard will be promulgating in the near future. 

Comments are due by December 3, 2004.  

The Nonindigenous Aquatic Nuisance Prevention and Control Act of 1990, as reauthorized and amended by the National Invasive Species Act of 1996, authorizes the Coast Guard to approve alternative ballast water management methods in lieu of ballast water exchange to prevent the introduction and spread of nonindigenous species.

The Army has released a Record of Decision (ROD) for the Final Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the Digital Multi-Purpose Range Complex (DMPRC) at Fort Benning, GA. The Army will implement its preferred alternative, Alternative III, which substantially reduces adverse noise impacts on the communities near Ft. Benning by moving the training range to a more interior portion of the installation.

The proposed project site covers 1,800 acres in the D13 area that utilizes an existing dudded impact area, K15. The DMPRC would contain 35 stationary infantry targets, 11 evasive moving armor targets, 55 stationary armor targets, two defense trenches with foxholes, 19 Abrams Tank and Bradley Fighting Vehicle hiding places, four tank trails, eight low-water crossings (four on Bonham Creek and four on Sally Beach) and a helipad for emergency evacuations.

The following Support Facilities would be constructed on 20 acres southwest of the range and target firing area near Hourglass Road: latrines; bivouac pads; a covered mess; vehicle holding and maintenance areas; a well house; water distribution and wastewater collection/treatment systems; a secondary power and data distribution system; a control building; and buildings for after action review; general instruction; operations and storage; central maintenance and for ammunition breakdown (with ammunition dock).

The Army has prepared a final programatic EIS  for the execution of an integrated chemical and biological deferse program (CBDP) designed to protect the members of the Armed Forces from the evolving chemical and biological (CB) threats they may encounter on the battlefield.  The EIS includes an evaluation of approaches for mitigation of environmental impacts.  

Prior to 2003, the mission of the DoD CBDP was to provide CB defense capabilities to allow the military forces of the United States to survive and successfully complete their operational missions in battle space environments contaminated with CB warfare agents. Now this mission has expanded to cover military capability to operate in the face of threats in homeland security missions, as well as war fighter missions.  The activities take place at numerous military installations and contractor facilities throughout the United States. OSHA has issued a final rule approving an additional quantitative fit testing protocol, the controlled negative pressure (CNP) REDON fit testing protocol, for inclusion in Appendix A of its Respiratory Protection Standard.  The protocol affects OSHA respiratory protection standards for general industry, shipyard employment and construction.  

Although the proposed protocol has the same fit-test requirements and uses the same test equipment as the CNP protocol previously approved by OSHA, it includes only three test exercises followed by two redonnings of the respirator instead of the eight test exercises and one respirator redonning required by the previously approved CNP protocol. The three test exercises, listed in order of administration, are normal breathing, bending over, and head shaking. The procedures for administering these three test exercises and the two respirator donnings to an employee, and for measuring respirator leakage during each test, are described.
