	Imperial Valley California Fails to Attain Particulate Matter of 10 Microns or Less; Proposed Rulemaking

	Summary: 

EPA has reclassified the Imperial Valley, California area from moderate nonattainment for particulate matter of 10 microns or less (PM-10) to serious nonattainment for PM-10.

EPA is today proposing to find that the Imperial Valley Planning Area (Imperial Valley) failed to attain the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) for PM-10 by the serious area statutory deadline of December 31, 2001.  If EPA finalizes this action, the State of California must submit an updated SIP within one year of the final action.

On October 19, 2001, EPA made a final finding that Imperial Valley would have attained the PM-10 NAAQS by December 1994 but for PM-10 emissions emanating from Mexico.  The Sierra Club petitioned for a review resulting in the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit instructing EPA to reclassify Imperial Valley as a serious PM-10 nonattainment area, based on rejection of EPA’s factual determination on emissions from Mexico.  

Comments are due by September 10, 2004.

	Summary: 

Puerto Rico has requested that EPA propose to list on the NPL certain areas on and around Vieques and Culebra, identified by the Governor as the Atlantic Fleet Weapons Training Area ("AFWTA").  The AFWTA includes certain land areas, waters and keys in and around the islands of Vieques and Culebra where military exercises carried out primarily by the Department of Defense have potentially left CERCLA hazardous substances, pollutants or contaminants.

Comments are due by October 12, 2004.  

EPA seeks comment on treating the noncontiguous islands of Vieques and Culebra as one facility.  EPA would also like to solicit comment on an approach that would separate the final listing decision for Culebra from the final listing decision for Vieques. Under such an approach, EPA would go forward with a final rule listing Vieques and postpone the final listing decision of Culebra to allow the completion of a Memorandum of Agreement between Puerto Rico and Army. The Memorandum of Agreement would govern the response actions necessary to protect Culebra's human health and environment. The EPA, Puerto Rico and the Army have agreed to pursue this alternate arrangement.  

Vieques includes all areas agreed to by Puerto Rico and the Navy in May 26, 2004 letter to EPA.

DOT's Research and Special Programs Administration (RSPA) is proposing miscellaneous amendments to the Hazardous Materials Regulations to update, clarify or provide relief from certain regulatory requirements.  Proposed changes include updating the reference to DOD instructions on "Packaging of Hazardous Material".

Currently, Section 173.7 authorizes military shipments of hazardous materials if the materials are packaged in accordance with the HMR or in packagings of equal or greater strength and efficiency as certified by DOD in accordance with the procedures prescribed by "Performance Oriented Packagings of Hazardous Material DLAR 4145.41/AR 700-143/AFR 71-5/NAVSUPINST 4030.55/MCO 4030.40."

The DOD has revised this document and renamed it "Packaging of Hazardous Material."  Designated document numbers by DOD component or agency are:

RSPA is proposing to update the reference to the revised document.

	Designation of Critical Habitat for the California Tiger Salamander, Central Population; Proposed Rulemaking

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, proposes to designate 382,666 acres as critical habitat for the California tiger salamander.  The proposed critical habitat is in: Alameda, Amador, Calaveras, Contra Costa, Fresno, Kern, Kings, Madera, Mariposa, Merced, Monterey, Sacramento, San Benito, San Joaquin, San Luis Obispo, Santa Clara, Solano, Stanislaus, Tulare, and Yolo counties.

The proposal does not appear to designate habitat on any military bases.  

California tiger salamanders are found in seasonal ponds, natural vernal pools, vernal pool complexes, and small artificial water bodies such as stockponds for breeding during their aquatic phase.  California tiger salamanders spend the majority of their lives in upland habitats. The upland component of Central population habitat typically consists of vernal pool grassland or grassland savannah with scattered oak trees. However, some occupied California tiger salamander breeding ponds exist within mixed grassland and woodland habitats, in woodlands, scrub, or chaparral habitats.

Primary constituent elements include: 

- Standing bodies of fresh water

- Barrier-free upland habitats adjacent to breeding ponds that contain small mammal burrows

- Upland areas between occupied locations that allow for dispersal

- aggregations or systems of hydrologically interconnected pools, swales, and other ephemeral wetlands and depressions within a matrix of surrounding uplands.

The Aquatic Nuisance Species Task Force, Western Regional Panel will meet September 8-10, 2004 in Anchorage, AK.  Responsibilities of the Panel include: 

- Making recommendations to prevent the spread of the zebra mussel west of the 100th Meridian.

- Developing an emergency response strategy for Federal, State, and local entities for stemming new invasions of aquatic nuisance species in the region; 

- Providing advice concerning methods of controlling aquatic nuisance species; 

- Submitting an annual report describing activities within the Western region related to aquatic nuisance species prevention, research, and control. 

Meeting agenda includes:

- ballast water challenges, 

- impact of New Zealand mud snails, 

- assessing the potential ecological and economic impacts of zebra mussels to Western river systems, 

- National Aquatic Invasive Species Act status, 

- status of State ANS management plans, 

- reports from other regional panels, 

- the Canadian national strategy to deal with the threat of invasive species, 

- climate change--opening up new routes and pathways, 

- an outreach program to aquarium owners, and 

- aquatic nuisance species in Alaska.

	Summary: 

The Army has released a Draft EIS evaluating potential environmental impacts associated with a proposed desalination plant and support facilities on land at Fort Bliss, TX.  

The proposal involves granting an easement to the City of El Paso, to use land in the South Training Areas of Fort Bliss for construction and operation of a desalination plant and support facilities, including wells, pipelines, and disposal sites for the residual brine resulting from the desalination process.  

The proposed plant would treat brackish water pumped from the Hueco Bolson Aquifer to provide an additional reliable source of potable water for use by the City of El Paso and Fort Bliss.  Pumping of fresh water by El Paso, Fort Bliss, Ciudad Juarez, and others has resulted in declining groundwater levels in the aquifer.  In addition, brackish water is intruding into the aquifer's freshwater layer and has the potential to affect water wells on Fort Bliss and in other areas of El Paso.  A sizable volume of brackish water exists adjacent to the freshwater zone of the Hueco Bolson Aquifer. Desalination of the brackish water offers a way to extend the life of the freshwater aquifer as a source of potable water.

EPA is extending compliance dates for the July 2002 Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC or Plan) amendments by eighteen months.  If a facility was in operation on or before August 16, 2002, it must maintain its Plan, but must amend it, if necessary to ensure compliance with the July 2002 amendments, on or before February 17, 2006, and must implement the amended Plan as soon as possible, but not later than August 18, 2006.  

A facility that becomes operational after August 16, 2002, through August 18, 2006, and could reasonably be expected to have a discharge as described in 40 CFR 112.1(b), must prepare a Plan on or before August 18, 2006, and fully implement it as soon as possible, but not later than August 18, 2006.  Facilities operational after August 18, 2006 must prepare and implement a Plan before beginning operations if they could reasonably be expected to 

have a discharge as described in 40 CFR 112.1(b) (i.e. discharege of oil in quanties that could be harmful, e.g. cause a sheen).  

It is not necessary to file a request for an extension of time unless an extension beyond the additional eighteen months is desired.
