The EPA is staying the effectiveness of two subcategories of the National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) for stationary combustion turbines: Lean premix gas-fired turbines and diffusion flame gas-fired turbines, pending the outcome of EPA's proposal to delete these subcategories from the source category list (68 FR 18338, April 7, 2004).

This stay suspends the obligation of these two subcategory sources to comply with the emissions limitations and operating limitations set forth in 40 CFR part 63, subpart YYYY.

DOE has finalized a rule revising energy conservation standards that will apply to residential central air conditioners and central air conditioning heat pumps beginning on January 23, 2006.  As a result of a court decision, the standards have been restored to the level originally published by DOE on January 22, 2001.

DOE had published a final rule on May 23, 2002 relaxing the efficiency standard; U.S. Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit ruled that DOE's withdrawal of the rule published on January 22, 2001 violated a provision in the Energy Policy and Conservation Act that DOE "may not prescribe any amended standard which increases the maximum allowable energy use ... or decreases the minimum required energy efficiency" of a covered product (42 U.S.C. 6295(o)(1)).

	Enhancing Rail Transportation Security for Toxic Inhalation Hazard Materials; Notice and Request for Comments

	Summary: 

DOT and the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) are examining the need for enhanced security requirements for the rail transportation of hazardous materials that pose a toxic inhalation hazard.  

Comments are due by October 18, 2004.

The security plan regulations adopted under HM-232 require persons who offer for transportation or transport the following hazardous materials to develop and implement security plans: 

  1) Materials, including toxic Inhalation Hazard (TIH) materials, that must be placarded under the HMR; 

  2) Shipments in bulk packagings with a capacity equal to or greater than 13,248 L (3,500 gal) for liquids or gases or greater than 13.24 cubic meters (468 cubic feet) for solids; and 

  3) Infectious substances listed as select agents by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in 42 CFR part 73.  

At a minimum, the security plan must address personnel security, unauthorized access, and en route security.  DOT and DHS are interested in determining how these security plans might be improved, particularly as they relate to TIH materials. 

DOT and DHS are highly cognizant that the transport of TIH materials is not limited to rail. Currently, TIH is also transported via highway, pipeline and maritime. DOT and DHS's focus on rail is only the first phase in a interdepartmental multiphase effort to assess and secure the transportation of TIH in all transportation modes to create an end-to-end secure TIH supply chain.  

Due to concerns about the potential use of TIH materials as weapons of opportunity, DOT and DHS are considering whether to require the removal from rail tank cars used to transport TIH materials of identifying marks, names, stenciling, placards, or other markings that could help a terrorist or criminal identify a target.

	Petition To List the Black-Tailed Prairie Dog as Threatened; Notice

	Summary: 

Fish and Wildlife Service(FWS) has concluded that the black-tailed prairie dog is not likely to become an endangered species within the foreseeable future throughout all or a significant portion of its range.  FWS therefore finds that proposing a rule to list the species is not warranted.  

The black-tailed prairie dog occurs on certain Air Force and Army facilities.  Previous surveys reported 95 acres of occupied habitat on Ellsworth Air Force Base and 800 acres on the Badlands Bomb Range in 2003.  Army reported 3,500 acres of occupied habitat at Fort Carson, Colorado, a 109 percent increase from 2001.  Estimates for Pueblo and Pinon Canyon in 2002 were similar to those in 2001 with 2,632 acres at Pueblo Army Depot and 353 acres at Pinon Canyon Maneuver Site.  Army reported 330 acres of black-tailed prairie dog occupied habitat at a Fort Bliss facility in New Mexico and 700 acres of black-tailed prairie dog occupied habitat at the Sheridan Training Area in Wyoming.

The Navy intends to prepare an EIS to evaluate the potential environmental consequences associated with new and increased Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City (NSWCPC) mission activities in three military operating areas in the northern Gulf of Mexico and in St. Andrews Bay. Existing and evolving activities include research, development, testing and evaluation, and in-service engineering for mine warfare, special warfare, amphibious warfare, diving, and other naval missions that take place primarily in the coastal region. These activities generally include air, surface, and subsurface operations that require the use of sonar, lasers, live ordnance, and electromagnetic fields.  

The EIS will focus on the following areas: air quality; water resources; coastal zone management; noise; wildlife, including threatened and endangered species, marine mammals, and migratory birds; fisheries including an analysis of essential fish habitat, coastal/marine/benthic communities, and special biological resource areas; socioeconomic resources; and cultural resources. The analysis will include an evaluation of the direct, indirect, and cumulative impacts. Environmental effects that occur outside of U.S. territorial waters will be evaluated under Executive Order 12114.

Local public scoping meetings are scheduled; see Federal Register text for details.
