Research and Special Programs Administration (RSPA) is extending the compliance date of the notification and record retention requirements for aircraft operators transporting hazardous materials to April 1, 2005.

On March 25, 2003 RSPA published a final rule that requires an aircraft operator transporting a hazardous material to assure that information on the hazardous material carried aboard the aircraft is available to emergency responders through sources other than the flight crew.

These amendments are effective September 1, 2004.

	Summary: 

National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) is releasing the draft revised Recovery Plan (Plan) for the North Atlantic Right Whale (Eubalaena glacialis).

Plan objectives to recover the right whale include:

  (1) Minimize sources of human-caused death, injury, and disturbance;

  (2) develop demographically-based recovery criteria;

  (3) identify, characterize, protect, and monitor important habitats;

  (4) monitor the status and trends of abundance and distribution of the western North Atlantic right whale population; and

  (5) coordinate federal, state, international, and private efforts to implement the Recovery Plan.

NMFS modified portions of the plan in response to comments about the need for NMFS to have a better understanding of the types of activities undertaken by the Navy in waters where right whales occur.  For example, the threats section of the Plan on "Underwater Explosive Activities" now states "As described in Appendix A, the Navy has consulted with NMFS under section 7 of the ESA on the potential effect of some of its operations on protected species. In addition, all Navy operations that introduce loud sounds into the marine environment are subject, under the Marine Mammal Protection Act, to application for and provision of small take letters of authorization from NMFS. The Navy has made a number of significant modifications to its operations to facilitate protection of right whales in their critical habitat in the Southeast U.S. (SEUS). The NMFS and Navy both understand the need to continue to keep an open dialogue, or possible formal or informal section 7 consultations, with regard to Navy operations and to evaluate ways to mitigate possible environmental impacts of the operations throughout the eastern seaboard."

	Summary: 

The President has issued Executive Order 13352 "Facilitation of Cooperative Conservation" directing the Departments of Interior, Agriculture, Commerce, Defense, and EPA to implement the laws relating to environment and natural resources in a manner that promotes "cooperative conservation" with an emphasis on inclusion of local participation in Federal decision-making.

The term "cooperative conservation" means actions that relate to use, enhancement, and enjoyment of natural resources, protection of the environment, or both, and that involve collaborative activity among Federal, State, local, and tribal governments, private for- profit and nonprofit institutions, other nongovernmental entities and individuals.

 The Secretaries of the Interior, Agriculture, Commerce, and Defense and the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency shall:

  (a) carry out the programs, projects, and activities of the agency that they respectively head that implement laws relating to the environment and natural resources in a manner that:

      (i) facilitates cooperative conservation;

     (ii) takes appropriate account of and respects the interests of persons with ownership or other legally recognized interests in land and other natural resources;

     (iii) properly accommodates local participation in Federal decision-making; and

     (iv) provides that the programs, projects, and activities are consistent with protecting public health and safety;

  (b) report annually to the Chairman of the Council on Environmental Quality on actions taken to implement this order; and

  (c) provide funding to the Office of Environmental Quality Management Fund (42 U.S.C. 4375) for the Conference for which section 4 of this order provides.

An initial "White House Conference of Cooperative Conservation" will be convened by the Chairman of the Council on Environmental Quality within a year of this order.

	Designation of Critical Habitat for the Mexican Spotted Owl; Final Rule

	Summary: 

Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) is designating 8.6 million acres in Arizona, Colorado, New Mexico, Utah, and on Federal lands as critical habitat for the Mexican spotted owl (Strix occidentalis lucida).

The owl inhabits canyon and forest habitats across a range that extends from southern Utah and Colorado, through Arizona, New Mexico, and west Texas, to the mountains of central Mexico.

Designated area Unit UGM-13 includes Camp Navajo Army Depot. Unit UGM-13 is located between Williams and Flagstaff, AZ, to the north, and runs south to the Mogollon Rim. The western portion of the unit encompasses the area south of Williams, AZ, south to the Mogollon Rim and includes the Naval Observatory Flagstaff Station. 

Changes from the Proposed Rule include:

  - exclusion of Fort Carson, CO; Fort Huachuca, AZ; and the Naval Observatory Flagstaff Station, AZ; because they have final Integrated Natural Resources Management Plans; and

  - exclusion of Fort Wingate Army Depot, NM, because it does not contain areas that are essential to the conservation of the species.

One comment asserted that military aircraft overflights and ballistic missile testing activities have no adverse effect on owl critical habitat. FWS said they believe that low-level military aircraft overflights could potentially affect the owl. However, the designation of critical habitat will not impede the ability of military aircraft to conduct overflights nor to conduct ballistic missile testing activities. Activities such as these will not require additional section 7 consultation beyond compliance related to the species.

This final rule is effective September 30, 2004.
