	Summary: 

EPA has released a report, "Particulate Matter (PM) Research Program: Five Years of Progress."  The research conducted since 1997 confirms earlier findings that exposure to fine particulate matter (PM2.5) air pollution is linked to increases in respiratory health problems, hospitalization for heart or lung disease, and even premature death.  

- Numerous studies have shown that short-term exposure to PM can adversely affect human health. Generally, exposure to PM is associated with illness and premature death independent of the effects of other, gaseous pollutants in the atmosphere. The very young, the genetically predisposed, the elderly, and those with pre-existing heart or lung disease are most susceptible to the adverse health effects of PM. Striking findings also suggest that extended PM exposure can lead to chronic disease and/or a shortened life span.

- Scientists have found that PM2.5, the component of PM smaller than 2.5 micrometers in diameter, penetrates easily into most indoor environments — where people spend much of their time.

- New findings demonstrate that PM2.5 deposits in critical regions of the lung after it enters the respiratory tract. Some parts of a diseased lung collect 8 to 10 times more particles than a healthy lung, a fact that has major implications for people with lung disease.

- Multiple hypotheses have been proposed to explain how the chemical and physical properties of PM could produce disease.  The laboratory and field evidence does not implicate one specific toxic quality of PM to the exclusion of others.  Qualities such as the size of the PM and presence of certain chemical components, such as metals, all appear to contribute to its toxicity.

The Air Force and Navy have asked the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (ACHP) to comment on their overall management plan for Wherry and Capehart era housing.  The Air Force and Navy are working toward one plan as opposed to submitting each individual property to a separate review.

Military housing constructed during the 1949-1962 period is commonly called Wherry and Capehart Era housing.  Approximately 37,913 units constructed during the Capehart-Wherry Era remain in the Air Force's inventory of family housing, and 24,064 units remain in the Navy's inventory; 17,122 are Navy's units and 6,942 are Marine Corps units.

The Air Force and Navy plan is based on the plan submitted by the Army in 2002, for which the ACHP subsequently approved a Program Comment (67 FR 39332; June 7, 2002). The Air Force and Navy plan uses some components developed in the Army plan, builds on others, and includes new components that were not previously a part of the Army plan.

Comments are due by October 12, 2004.

The Army has decided to implement its proposed actions which includes training to be conducted at the:

  - Schofield Barracks Military Reservation (SBMR);

  - Dillingham Military Reservation;

  - Kahuku Training Area;

  - Kawailoa Training Area on the island of Oahu; and

  - Phakuloa Training Area on the island of Hawaii.

The 28 proposed projects include construction of ranges, airfield upgrades, land acquisition, and new and modernized vehicles and weapons systems. The number of soldiers and vehicles stationed at SBMR will increase. The Army will acquire 1,400 acres on Oahu and 23,000 acres on Hawaii for training areas and road construction.

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) has released a Draft Programmatic Environmental Impact Statement on Wind Energy Development on BLM-Administered Lands in the Western United States.  The draft is available at http://www.windeis.anl.gov/, specifically http://www.windeis.anl.gov/documents/dpeis/index.cfm.  

The BLM has prepared this DPEIS to (1) assess the environmental, social, and economic impacts associated with wind energy development on public lands in 11 western states (excluding Alaska) and (2) evaluate a number of alternatives to determine the best management approach to mitigating potential impacts and facilitating wind energy development.

Comments are due December 10, 2004.  

The proposed action would implement a Wind Energy Development Program, establish Best Management Practices for wind energy authorizations, and amend a number of BLM land use plans.  In addition the draft PEIS considered a no action alternative, which would allow wind energy development under the existing terms and conditions of an existing interim policy; and a limited wind energy development alternative, which would allow wind energy development only in selected locations.

The National Environmental Conflict Resolution (ECR) Advisory Committee, of the U.S. Institute for Environmental Conflict Resolution, will meet by teleconference on Wednesday, September 15, 2004.  The Committee will discuss the Committee's first draft report, and planning for future Committee work.  

The committee intends to collaborate with the Council on Environmental Quality to promote use of environmental conflict resolution principles in implementing NEPA.  

Additionally, recommendations by the committee discuss the pressure that continuing growth places on resources, and propose that large-scale planning would be a better approach than trying to resolve conflicts after they have developed:  "We need a Federal “champion” for upstream collaboration, to promote large-scale interjurisdictional planning and consensus building at the level of entire states, ecosystems or ethnographic landscapes, across multiple agencies, over a 20 year or longer time horizon. This planning would involve multiple Federal, tribal and state agencies and other stakeholders, would incorporate information about expected growth, would help educate the public and stakeholders about growth and environmental impacts, and would attempt to provide foundation for upstream decisions about where/how to channel growth and where/how to protect environmental resources."

	Summary: 

GAO has provided testimony to a Congressional subcommittee detailing health effects reported in relation to the World Trade Center attack.  

A range of respiratory conditions have been reported, including wheezing, shortness of breath, sinusitis, asthma, and a new syndrome called WTC cough, which consists of persistent cough accompanied by severe respiratory symptoms. Almost all the firefighters who responded to the attack experienced respiratory effects, and hundreds had to end their firefighting careers due to WTC-related respiratory illness.

The most commonly reported mental health effects include symptoms associated with depression, stress, anxiety, and posttraumatic stress disorder (PTSD).  Unlike the physical health effects, the mental health effects were not limited to people in the WTC area but were also experienced nationwide.
