	Summary: 

EPA is expanding the list of acceptable substitutes for ozone-depleting substances under their Significant New Alternatives Policy (SNAP) program.

The substitutes are used in the following sectors:

  - refrigeration and air conditioning: ISCEON 79, R-420A, HFC-134a, R-407C, R-410A;

  - foam blowing: Ecomate;

  - fire suppression and explosion protection: HFC-227ea with 0.15% d-Limonene; and

  - sterilants: IoGas Sterilant Blends 1, 3, and 6.

This notice also:

  - clarifies the status of the use of a hydrochlorofluorocarbon as an aerosol solvent;

  - revises the global warming potential for a substitute previously listed as acceptable for use in fire suppression and explosion protection based on new information, and

  - clarifies a statement from the previous SNAP notice of acceptability of August 21, 2003, regarding a refrigerant.

	Protection of Stratospheric Ozone; Listing of Substitutes in the Foam Sector; Final Rule

	Summary: 

EPA is changing the listing of HCFC-141b from acceptable to unacceptable for use as a foam blowing agent under the Significant New Alternatives Policy (SNAP) Program.

Uses affected by today's rule include:

  - Products manufactured with rigid polyurethane/polyisocyanurate foam;

  - Manufacture of polyurethane/polyisocyanurate foam systems; and

  - Systems that apply the insulation to buildings, roofs, pipes, etc.

Areas exempted in the decision include use of HCFC-141b for;

  - Space vehicle, nuclear and defense foam applications; and

  - Laboratory research and development applications.
Fully formulated HCFC-141b foam systems in inventory before January 1, 2005 are exempted until July 1, 2005.

This rule is effective on November 29, 2004.  

In 1994, EPA listed several HCFCs as acceptable replacements for CFCs because the Agency believed that HCFCs provided a temporary bridge to alternatives that do not deplete stratospheric ozone.  As a result, HCFC-141b became one of the most common foam blowing agents in place of CFC-11.  EPA has since listed several other non-ODS alternative blowing agents, including hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), hydrocarbons, carbon dioxide, and other compounds.  As of 2003, the vast majority of the foam industry has implemented alternatives other than HCFC-141b.  

Spray foam is the only significant foam end use that has not completed the transition away from ODS. However, some spray foam companies have implemented non-ODS alternatives and are marketing foam systems containing non-ODS alternatives today. Others have identified non-ODS alternatives and are working on the final implementation of non-ODS alternatives, such as acquiring final building code approvals before offering foam systems in the market by the end of 2004.

The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change is coordinating preparation of a "Special Report on Safeguarding the Ozone Layer and the Global Climate System: Issues related to hydrofluorocarbons and perfluorocarbons."  The report covers chemical alternatives to ozone-depleting substances that are in use or likely to be used in the next decade.

Use sub-sectors include:

- Refrigeration, Air Conditioning and Heat Pumps

- Insulating and non-insulating foams

- Solvents, Coatings, Adhesives

- Fire Protection, and 

- Aerosol Products

EPA Region II Office is deleting the Love Canal Superfund site from the National Priorities List. The Love Canal site is located in the City of Niagara Falls, Niagara County, NY.

EPA and the State of New York, through the Department of Environmental Conservation, have determined that all appropriate response actions have been implemented at the Love Canal site and that no further response actions, other than operation, maintenance, and monitoring, are required, and that the remedial action taken at the Love Canal site is protective of public health and the environment. Annual operation, monitoring, and maintenance of such remedial action will confirm that it continues to be protective of public health and the environment.

	90-Day Finding for a Petition To List the Western Gray Squirrel as Endangered Rangewide; Notice

	Summary: 

Fish and Wildlife Service is initiating a 90-day finding for a petition to list the western gray squirrel (Sciurus griseus) as endangered. The petition does not present substantial scientific or commercial information indicating that listing this species may be warranted.

The western gray squirrel ranges through parts of Washington, Oregon, California, and Nevada. There are three subspecies: 

(1) Sciurus griseus nigripes, which ranges from south of San Francisco Bay in the central California Coast Range to San Luis Obispo County;

(2) Sciurus griseus anthonyi, which ranges from the southern tip of the Coast Range, near San Luis Obispo, into south-central California; and 

(3) Sciurus griseus griseus, which ranges from central Washington to the western Sierra Nevada Range in central California. 

There is also a small, disjunct population of Sciurus griseus griseus in west- central Nevada.

	EPA Model to Simulate Impacts of Dispersants on Oil Slicks; Notice

	Summary: 

EPA is developing a model called the EPA Research Object-Oriented Oil Spill Model (ERO3S) and associated databases to simulate the impacts of dispersants on oil slicks.  The ERO3S model is intended for use by on-scene coordinators and oil spill response planners. 

The model is still in development; feedback from use of the first version of the model is being gathered and used for revision and enhancement of the model.  The main model component within ERO3S treats spreading of oil as a function of oil density, viscosity and interfacial tension, and wind and current speeds, where each of these parameters can vary with time.
