	Summary: 

EPA is requesting applications for ozone depleting substance essential use allowances for calendar years 2006 and 2007.  Essential use exemptions granted to the United States under the Montreal Protocol in recent years have been limited to chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) for metered dose inhalers to treat asthma and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, and methyl chloroform for use in manufacturing solid rocket motors.  

As of January 1, 2005, methyl chloroform will no longer be eligible for essential use allowances under section 604(d)(1) of the Act. EPA is consulting with the Department of Defense to identify mission-critical uses for which methyl chloroform or other ozone-depleting substances may be needed in the future.

The Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) is proposing 4,301acres as critical habitat for the spreading navarretia in San Diego and Los Angeles Counties, California.  FWS excluded 26,785 ac (10,839 ha) of essential habitat in Riverside and San Diego Counties from this proposed critical habitat designation. The excluded lands are located within approved and pending habitat conservation plans (HCPs), "mission-critical" training areas on Department of Defense lands, and areas covered by Integrated Natural Resource Management Plans (INRMPs) on Department of Defense lands.

Areas considered essential to the conservation of Navarretia fossalis but excluded or not being proposed as critical habitat include lands on Marine Corps Air Station Miramar and "mission-critical" training areas on Marine Corps Base, Camp Pendleton.

	Occupational Exposure to Hexavalent Chromium; Proposed Rulemaking

	Summary: 

OSHA proposes to amend its existing standard for employee exposure to hexavalent chromium.  The information gathered so far in this rulemaking indicates that employees exposed to Cr(VI) well below the current permissible exposure limit of 52 microgram of Cr(VI) per cubic meter of air, 8 hour time weighted average, are at increased risk of developing lung cancer.  Occupational exposures to Cr(VI) may also result in asthma, and damage to the nasal epithelia and skin.  OSHA's current standards for CrVI compounds, adopted in 1971, were established to protect against nasal irritation.

OSHA proposes an 8-hour time-weighted average permissible exposure limit of one microgram of Cr(VI) per cubic meter of air for all Cr(VI) compounds.  OSHA also proposes other ancillary provisions for employee protection such as preferred methods for controlling exposure, respiratory protection, protective work clothing and equipment, hygiene areas and practices, medical surveillance, hazard communication, and recordkeeping.  OSHA is proposing separate regulatory texts for general industry, construction, and shipyards.  

Comments are due by January 3, 2005.
